
Gender Identity Discrimination
Don’t Ignore It- Report it!

Discrimination based on a person’s gender
identity is illegal.

Gender identity means the actual or perceived
appearance, expression, identity or behavior, of a
person as being male or female, whether or not that
appearance, expression, identity or behavior is
different from that traditionally associated with the
person’s designated sex at birth.

Examples of gender identity discrimination
include:

• To refuse to rent or sell housing, or in other ways
limit equal access to housing because of a
person’s gender identity.
