PEDICAB VEHICLE LICENSE: RENEW BEFORE IT EXPIRES

The license term for a pedicab vehicle license is April 1%t to March 31 of the
subsequent year. The 2021-2022 pedicab vehicle licenses expire on

March 31, 2022.

Operating under an expired license subjects the operator to fines and penalties.
Expired pedicab license plates must be surrendered to Public Vehicle Licensing
Operations, 2350 W. Ogden, 1%t Floor, Chicago, IL.

A pedicab license must be renewed for the license holder to retain possession of the
license and privilege of operating a pedicab in the City of Chicago.

The Municipal Code of Chicago states the maximum number of pedicab licenses is 200.
Expired (not renewed) pedicab licenses will be recycled and issued to new applicants.
