The Project Management Team (PMT) is responsible 
for the successful completion of the baseline 
Cumulative Impact Assessment (CIA) and related policy 
efforts, in alignment with the CIA goals and values. The 
PMT will establish project management structures, 
processes, and tools to foster ongoing coordination 
across CIA working groups; ensure that working group 
plans are developed and implemented​; and oversee the 
production and public dissemination of a summary 
assessment report and related materials. 
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• Be realistic about constraints and limitations
• Practice transparency
• Assume good intent
• Have honest and hard conversations
• Provide constructive feedback
• Lead with grace, empathy, and patience
• Honor different experiences
• Listen with an open mind
• Be creative
• Be explicit about inequities, power, and privilege

Commit to values and guiding principles
• Be open to evolving the process to embed equity
• Understand that it's okay for the process to be messy
• Use “I” statements
• Challenge assumptions before you speak
