The Edgewater Historical Society requests that the Landmarks Commission be prepared to give
preliminary Landmark status to the orange-rated Epworth Methodist Church building at 5253
N.Kenmore in the Edgewater Community, if and when an application is submitted for a
demolition permit. We have been advised by reliable sources that church authorities seek to
close the church and sell the property to a developer.

We believe the building meets at least two of the criteria for designation, namely:

Criterion 1: Value as an Example of City, State, or National Heritage
Criterion 4: Exemplary Architecture

We ask that action be taken in preparing the nomination report before any demolition permit
triggers the “up-to 90 day” delay period, and we offer our help in any research that might be
helpful.

The church building is the second church building to constructed in Edgewater and it is the
oldest such Edgewater Church building to retain most of its original configuration. Edgewater’s
first church building, that of the Episcopal Church of the Atonement, has been enlarged twice
since it was originally constructed so that only one wall remains from the original construction.

The property is listed on the National Register of Historic Places, so little additional research
would be required. A copy of the nomination form was emailed to Matt Crawford of your staff
on March 11, 2020.

We write in enthusiastic support for the Landmarking of the Epworth Methodist Church at 5253
N. Kenmore Avenue.

This Romanesque style 1891 church is a cornerstone of the Edgewater community on Chicago’s
North Side. It was designed by noted architect and parishioner Frederick B. Townsend. Its stone
facade was made partly from boulders floated via Lake Michigan from Wisconsin. Its warm
features and inviting interior welcome neighbors and strangers alike. The AIA Guide to Chicago
notes: “The composition is beautifully balanced by three towers: square, round, and
octagonal.”

Preservation Chicago has been working to find a good preservation outcome for Epworth
United Methodist Church for over two years.

We continue to advocate for the return of the two historic rose windows and the elaborate
tracery frames on two principal elevations of the stone tower, removed by a St. Louis-based
salvage company. Of particular interest are the Chicago-based, Healy and Millet-designed,
stained-glass windows.

Thank you to the DPD staff and commissioners who have made this Landmark nomination
possible. Your dedication to protecting Chicago’s historic and cultural built environment is
remarkable.

Statement on Behalf of the United States District Court to the Commission on Chicago
Landmarks

Regarding Proposed Demolition of Properties at 202-220 S. State Street, Chicago
Meeting of the Commission — July 7, 2022

The United States District Court for the Northern District of lllinois appreciates the opportunity to
submit a statement regarding the Century and Consumer buildings, two of the four federally-
owned properties in the 200 block of South State Street in Chicago. The Dirksen Courthouse,
the largest federal courthouse in the nation, is located just feet from these buildings. The
Courthouse houses not only the District and Bankruptcy Courts for the Northern District of
lllinois, but also the U.S. Court of Appeals for the Seventh Circuit, the U.S. Attorney, and
additional federal government offices. The four now-vacant State Street buildings pose grave
security concerns and threaten the safety of the Courthouse itself and that of more than 70
judges, 1,200 employees, and thousands of members of the public who visit the Dirksen
Courthouse each week to serve on juries, to be sworn in as new citizens, and to conduct
business in the Courthouse.

Congress appropriated funds for purchase of these properties by the General Services
Administration (GSA) in 2005. The specific purpose for this purchase was to protect the
Courthouse by creating a security buffer zone. The properties were expected to fill an
anticipated need for federal office space in this location. Instead, GSA’s need for tenant space
has declined, but the need for a security buffer has greatly increased since 2005. At this point,
the vacant buildings, which have suffered from structural problems for many years, are in critical
disrepair. Congress therefore appropriated funds to demolish them and to secure and



landscape the areas surrounding Dirksen U.S. Courthouse, thus fulfilling the intention of that
2005 purchase.

The Court is proud to conduct its work in an edifice of remarkable elegance and world-renowned
architectural significance. The redevelopment project will fortify security surrounding the
Courthouse, demolish the dilapidated structures, and create green space in a plaza between the
Courthouse and State Street. In addition, this project will help to restore architect Ludwig Mies
van der Rohe’s vision for the Chicago Federal Center Complex—a vision of cubic simplicity,
exposed structural steel, and elegant open proportion. We recognize that the proposed
demolition of the abandoned buildings represents a loss, but this project will display the inviting
open appearance of our Courthouse, a mid-century modern architectural treasure. Our hope is
that this much-needed security project will preserve public safety, enhance the dignity of the
neighborhood, draw in visitors to the State Street Corridor, and beautify that Corridor as well as
the Chicago Federal Center Complex, to the benefit of the public for years to come.

We look forward to working with the City of Chicago and all consulting parties while following the
National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).
We do understand the need to consider viable reuse alternatives to demolition, recognizing the
cost and benefits of those alternatives, while maintaining our focus on the significant security
concerns these buildings represent to the Courthouse.

Meeting of the Commission — July 7, 2022

GSA is committed to fulfilling its federal statutory and regulatory responsibilities under the
National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) as
they apply to the federally owned properties located at 202 through 220 S. State St. Under
these statutes, GSA will seek input regarding the proposed demolition action from the
Commission on Chicago Landmarks, the lllinois State Historic Preservation Office and others on
how we may avoid, minimize, or mitigat ver. ffects to these properties and their historic
contexts, while ensuring the security requirements of the adjacent Federal courthouse are met.
Furthermore, we recognize that as part of consultation, consideration of viable reuse
alternatives to demolition will need to be examined by both GSA and the U.S. District Court.

Currently, GSA is procuring professional services to conduct the NEPA and NHPA studies
required to inform and engage the public in the consultation process. This process allows for
public input and participation regarding the proposed action of demolition and consideration of
viable alternatives. We plan to begin the NHPA Section 106 consultation process in late
summer or fall of 2022, and recognize there is strong interest from the preservation community.
GSA will provide public notices with dates and location for our upcoming meetings.

Dear Senator Durbin,

Together our organizations implore of you to reevaluate the allocated appropriation funding of
$52 Million for the demolition of the U.S. General Service Administration’s (GSA) four buildings
located from 202-220 S. State Street. Our organizations are strongly opposed to the
demolition, which will leave a hole in our downtown’s most important business district.

While we understand the security concerns of the Court due to the location of the GSA
buildings adjacent to the Dirksen Courthouse, other privately held buildings along Adams Street
are in closer proximity.

The GSA buildings (with the exception of 212 S. State St.) are part of the Loop Retail Historic
District, listed on the National Register of Historic Places. This enables use of federal historic
tax credits for the redevelopment of the buildings, a key financing tool for their rehabilitation
and reuse.

In 2019, selected through a city-led Request for Proposal process, a qualified developer was
ready to invest millions of dollars in the buildings and due to ongoing objections by
representatives of the Federal Court, the project was halted. This developer was willing to
make key design adjustments to the redevelopment of the buildings to address the Court’s
security concerns yet was not given the opportunity. If the project had been able to proceed,
there would have been approximately $150mm of investment in the buildings — valued closer to
$200 mm today. An annual amount of $2mm in property tax revenue was estimated, plus
annual sales taxes of similar amounts generated from the retail. Moreover, the project was
anticipated to jumpstart State Street redevelopment to Congress — a catalyst much needed for
this section of the State Street corridor.

We implore of you to convene the appropriate parties of the GSA, the City and the Court to
address these security concerns so that these important buildings can be redeveloped in a way
that is acceptable and economically beneficial to the city and our downtown.

BACKGROUND

The Century and Consumers Buildings are two individual historic buildings on South
State Street. The Century Building (202 S. State St.) was designed in 1915 by the
legacy architecture firm of Holabird & Roche (today’s Holabird & Root). Originally, the
building was constructed to house the Buck & Rayner Drug Firm. In 1917, Century
Trust & Savings Bank bought the property and changed its name to the Century
Building. After 1950, the building went through multiple owners until General Services
Administration (GSA) acquired the building in 2005,

The Consumers Building (220 S. State St.) was designed in 1913 by architects Jenney,
Mundie & Jensen. The building got its name from its first tenant, the newly formed
Consumers Company. After the Consumers Company left the building in 1917, it was
home to many businesses and storefronts until it was also acquired by the GSA in
2005.

The two Chicago School-style, high-rise office buildings bookend two small-scale

retail buildings at 212 and 214 S. State St. — all four of which are vacant and were
never occupied by GSA since their acquisition, despite years of planning.

The structures, except 212 S. State St., are all a key part of Chicago’s Loop Retail
Historic District, which was listed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1999.
Few areas in downtown Chicago are as architecturally important as the two square
blocks bounded by Adams, Clark, Jackson and State Streets, which includes the Mies
van der Rohe-designed Federal Center Campus.

In 2017, the City of Chicago agreed to oversee a Request for Proposal process for the
sale, reuse and redevelopment of the four-building site on State Street, which include
the Century and Consumers Buildings. Despite the selection of a qualified developer,
redevelopment plans were halted in 2019 by the city due to ongoing security
concerns expressed by judicial occupants of the Dirksen Courthouse to the west.

These security concerns have been addressed by the GSA, but the court is still
pushing for the demolition of the deteriorating Century and Consumer Buildings.
Additionally, U.S. Sen. Dick Durbin of lllinois submitted an appropriation request of
$52 million for the demolition of the four buildings, which was approved for the 2022
GSA budget.

CURRENT THREAT

A $52 million appropriations request
was approved in March for GSA to
demolish the Century and
Consumers Buildings, as well as the
smaller commercial buildings located
at 212 and 214 S. State St.
Demolition is currently being
pursued due to ongoing federal
security concerns relating to the
Dirksen Courthouse and office
building, which sits directly west of
the Century and Consumers
Buildings.

In 2017, a proposal by Chicago real-
estate firm CA Ventures was
selected to revitalize the Century
and Consumers Buildings. The $141
million redevelopment plan involved
the purchase of the buildings, along
with the other two commercial
structures, for $10.4 million. The plan
included saving the Century and
Consumers Buildings and the facade
of 214 S. State St. from demolition.
However, the City of Chicago halted
the project altogether due to
security concerns expressed by the
judiciary at the Federal Dirksen
Courthouse.

The safety issues stem from the buildings’ proximity to the back of the courthouse,
with some windows that look directly toward federal courtrooms. While CA Ventures
addressed these concerns in consultation with the GSA, the city halted the sale, as
well as the redevelopment plan, until negotiations with the federal courthouse are
resolved.

The court’s safety concerns must be solved if the Century and Consumers Buildings
are to be redeveloped instead of demolished. Without such a solution, all four State
Street properties risk being torn down, |eaving an empty parcel of land for an
indefinite amount of time in the heart of Chicago’s most important and historic
downtown retail corridor.

In March 2022, the Chicago-based historic preservation nonprofit, Preservation
Chicago, also called attention to the Century and Consumers Buildings on its Chicago
7. Most Endangered List. Also in March, Landmarks Illinois joined Preservation Chicago
and the National Trust for Historic Preservation in sending a letter to the GSA voicing
opposition to the possible demolition of the buildings.

Michael Edwards, President & CEO of Chicago Loop Alliance, said this about the
buildings' significance:

“The Consumers and Century Buildings have stood prominently at the corner of
Adams and State Streets for over one hundred years and are part of the architectural
and commercial legacy of State Street — one of Chicago’s most important economic
corridors. Their demolition would not only create a visual hole in the streetwall, their
loss would deny this commercial district important revenues and vibrancy that would
come with their rehabilitation and reuse. An empty lot on State Street does not make
it a great street. The federal government should not be allowed to leave a black eye
on downtown Chicago.”

It has come to our attention that Congress has approved an appropriation funding request of $52 million
for the demolition of four federally owned buildings located at 202-220 S. State Street in Chicago. Three
of the four buildings, 202, 214, and 220 S. State Street, are historic. Our organizations are strongly
opposed to Senator Dick Durbin’s request to the General Services Administration (GSA) to allow for the
demolition of these four buildings.

The three historic buildings are a key part of Chicago’s Loop Retail Historic District, which was listed in
the National Register of Historic Places (National Register) in 1999. Few areas in downtown Chicago are
as architecturally important as the two square blocks bounded by Adams, Clark, Jackson, and State
streets, which includes the Mies van der Rohe-designed Federal Center Campus, also listed in the
National Register of Historic Places. Demolition of the four State Street buildings would leave a
prominent hole in Chicago’s most important downtown retail corridor. This would be a significant
deviation from the Loop’s historically dense commercial landscape as well as a wasteful loss of embodied
energy and building materials and a missed opportunity to harness the power of historic preservation in
support of continued economic development along State Street.

In January 2017, the Illinois State Historic Preservation Office (IL SHPO) concurred with GSA’s
assessment of the character-defining features of the National Register-listed properties (202, 214 and 220
S. State St.) for a draft preservation covenant that was to be held by the IL. SHPO (to protect the historic
properties in perpetuity) and was included in a Request for Proposals (RFP), later issued by the City of
Chicago (City), for redevelopment. The RFP was an agreed-upon outcome between GSA and the IL
SHPO to avoid an adverse effect determination under the Section 106 process. A developer that agreed to
the preservation covenant and the use of federal historic tax credits was selected by the City of Chicago.
However, the project was terminated by the City in 2019 due to objections by representatives of the
Federal Court, housed at the Dirksen Courthouse, which opposed the reuse of these buildings and have
pushed for demolition, ironically in complete disregard of federal preservation laws and regulations. As
we understand it, GSA had also addressed court security concerns regarding the redevelopment of the
historic buildings.

GSA is a leader in federal preservation and an innovator leading other federal agencies in the areas of
security, design, and planning. We implore GSA, under your leadership, to continue to apply this level of
attention and excellence to the State Street properties. Landmarks Illinois, the National Trust for Historic
Preservation, Preservation Chicago, and others copied here are long-familiar with your professional
expertise and commitment to historic preservation. Our organizations, especially the National Trust, have
worked collaboratively with GSA for decades to identify creative solutions for the disposition and
adaptive reuse of historic buildings, including the award-winning redevelopment of St. Elizabeth’s
Hospital for the Department of Homeland Security Headquarters in Washington, D.C., the Federal



Aviation Administration West Coast Headquarters in Hawthorne, California, and the VA Highland Drive
Campus in Pittsburgh, to name a few.

We urge GSA to convene consultation under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act to
consult on the terminated tax credit project to reconsider alternatives to the demolition of this prominent
downtown historic block. If a new Section 106 review is initiated in response to the federal appropriation,
GSA must consider a broad range of alternatives to avoid, minimize, or mitigate the undertaking’s
adverse effects on historic properties in accordance with 36 C.F.R. § 800.1(c).

Thank you for your attention to this urgent matter.

Dear Chairman Wong, Members of the Commission on Chicago Landmarks, Dijana Cuvalo, Matt Crawford and Kandalyn
Hahn,

We wanted to share with members of the Commission on Chicago Landmarks, along with all of you at the City of Chicago-
Department of Planning and Development—Historic Preservation Division, our letter regarding the Century and
Consumers Buildings, located at 202 and 220 S. State Street, in the heart of the Chicago Loop.

As this letter was carbon-copied to many officials, as well as being addressed to the Clerk of the Court of the Northern
District of Illinois, we thought it appropriate to share as part of the public record, as to the importance of the Century and
Consumers Buildings.

These historic structures are located at State Street, Adams Street and Quincy Court and the potential threat of
demolition by the GSA of two seminal Chicago School of Architecture buildings, is so very unfathomable as there are
alternative solutions, which have not been considered.

We therefore ask the Commission on Chicago Landmarks and the City of Chicago to offer protections to these State Street
buildings, which are part of the Loop Retail National Register District, and could be held in “Preliminary Landmark
Recommendation,” with perhaps a “Tolling Agreement,” to encourage thoughtful dialogue between the City of Chicago,
the GSA, Judiciary Committee, Elected Officials and all of us as collective stakeholders.

This path was followed in the past by the Commission on Chicago Landmarks for the New York Life Building, now the
Kimpton Hotel Gray at 39 S. LaSalle, while permissions and agreements were worked out over the course of several years
with “Tolling Agreements” in place. The historic building is now a Designated Chicago Landmark and a wonderful
restoration and reuse of a former Chicago School of Architecture office building as a successful hotel.

Of course, we have a vision of the Century and Consumers Buildings as the “Chicago Collaborative Archives Center,” which
would enable problematic windows to be sealed as required for light-sensitive archives storage and a dedicated and
secured research center. Such a vision would also address all of the security concerns and measures noted by the GSA in
the media and in public documents.

Thanks so much for your consideration of this request and larger vision, as we must do something to begin a constructive
dialogue towards alternative reuse options for the Century and Consumers Buildings.

Over 22,500 signatures on our Change.org petition of residents and people of the City of Chicago and State of Illinois
believe there are good alternatives to demolition and support a Chicago Landmark Designation of these two structures. A
list of those signature petitions will follow for the public record as well.

We at Preservation Chicago, along with members of the “Chicago Collaborative Archives Center” (CCAC),
have received your letter of May 20, 2022, and are grateful for your outreach to us. We are pleased to
hear that you and other elected and appointed officials, stakeholders and decisionmakers would be
open to discuss the possibilities and future of the Century and Consumers Buildings on the block
bounded by Adams Street, State Street and Quincy Court, and in the Loop Retail National Register
District.

As noted in your letter and in response to your request, we have adjusted the verbiage in our
Change.org petition and website, now reflecting 22,587 individual signatures, mostly from the Chicago
area and the State of lllinois, to save the Century and Consumers Buildings and to remove the reference
to a “permanent vacant gravel lot”. This was completed within days of receiving your letter. However,
we want to share that we have seen similar unpleasant fenced gravel lots in Chicago’s Loop for decades,
with Block 37 on the site bounded by State Street, Washington, Randolph and Dearborn. Another
embarrassing example is the former site of the Chicago Mercantile Exchange Building at Washington and
Franklin Streets, which remains vacant and fenced 20 years later. So, you may better understand the
reasoning for concern and such language in the initial petition.

The importance of the Century and Consumers Buildings and Mies van der Rohe’s Chicago Federal
Center, inseparable works of art and architecture

The Century and Consumers Buildings are of great architectural note, having been designed by several
of our nation’s most important architects, Holabird & Roche, later Holabird & Root and Jenney, Mundie
& Jensen. It is known that John Root Jr, designed the Century Building, and this was the first tall building
attributed to him. The firm’s name was later changed to reflect his contributions and led to the design of
several well recognized Designated Chicago Landmark Buildings, including the Chicago Board of Trade,
the Palmolive Building and the 333 N. Michigan Avenue Buildings to name several.
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The Century Building was built in 1915 and is located at the highly visible southwest corner of State and
Adams Streets (202 S. State Street). It represents the transition between the early Chicago Skyscrapers
and the Modern Movement that would follow, extending to the buildings of Ludwig Mies van der Rohe,
almost a half a century later. The contrast and similarities between the Mies Federal Center building,
especially the relationship between the Dirksen Building and the Century Building, along with the
treatment of their exterior skin and expression of verticality are quite incredible and part of Chicago’s
rich architectural heritage recognized and appreciated by architects across the world. This significance
should be considered and not overlooked.

The GSA-Governmental Services Administration made a promise to the citizens of Chicago, long ago that
they would be acquiring these historic buildings, restoring their exteriors and placing within them, along
with a connecting bridge, governmental offices. At a meeting with GSA officials more than seven years
ago, we were informed that funding was never approved for that promise and perhaps there was no
longer a need for these structures. However, during the same period, the buildings of the southern half
of the same block were renovated, including the Benson & Rixon Store and the former Bond'’s Clothing
Store Building.

A critical promise was left unfulfilled while other nearby structures of perhaps lesser integrity and
importance, to the Century and Consumers Buildings were given priority and converted into
governmental offices.

The Consumers Building (220 S. State Street) built in 1913, by architects Jenney, Mundie & Jensen is an
outstanding culmination of the Chicago School of Architecture. It’s a refined style of building, set a
standard for other buildings to follow in the decades ahead, with its clarity of structure, its refined
facade and employing the tripartite system of high-rise design, with a defined base, mid-section shaft
and crowning top and cornice. While William LeBaron Jenney, also known as the “father of the
skyscraper,” had passed six years prior, the firm’s extraordinary contributions to world architecture are
highly visible in this building.

Risks of losing a UNESCO World Heritage Nomination for Chicago—America’s City of Architecture

In 2017, leading members of Chicago’s architecture and preservation community united to nominate
nine “Early Chicago Skyscrapers,” in Downtown Chicago to become a UNESCO World Heritage site. The
list originally included additional important buildings for this esteemed honor, but lacking owner
consent, were passed over for inclusion in this initial grouping. We noted at the time of the nomination
that additional buildings would likely be added in the future, including a number of Chicago School of
Architecture/Chicago Commercial Style. We are of the opinion that both the Century and Consumers
Buildings would be strong candidates to include in the “Early Chicago Skyscrapers” UNESCO World
Heritage site in the future.

We were alarmed when Jan C.K. Anderson of US/ICOMOS informed us that the potential demolition of
the Century and Consumers Buildings would almost certainly disqualify Chicago from achieving the
distinguished honor, joining historic structures on the world stage. The potential loss of the “Early
Chicago Skyscrapers” as a UNESCO World Heritage site would result in the loss of tens-of-thousands of
heritage tourists and millions of dollars to the Chicago and region’s economy each year. This would be a
tremendous and unfortunate loss on so many levels.
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Architectural context was central to Mies van der Rohe’s Federal Center design

The Century and Consumers Buildings as tall, early, historic skyscrapers are in themselves great works of
art and architecture. It is well known that the architect, Ludwig Mies van der Rohe created his own
masterpiece, the Chicago Federal Center, with these important and well recognized historic structures in
mind. The Mies designed Chicago Federal Center extends far beyond the glass curtain wall and public
plaza. It includes the surrounding buildings to frame and contextualize the Federal Center, including the
plaza’s highlighting of the Marquette Building and the visual alignment of the Kluczynski Federal Building
with the Monadnock Building, and many others. Both the Marquette Building and Monadnock Building
are Chicago Landmarks celebrated around the world.

The Consumers Building forms the gateway to the main pedestrian entrance to the Chicago Federal
Center. It leads to a beautiful small plaza and was envisioned by Mies to be the Dirksen Courthouse
formal primary entrance from State Street, the City’s most important street. This entrance over time has
been diminished into almost a service alley connecting the Federal Center and the Berghoff Restaurant.
This is very unfortunate as it ignores the design intent of Mies van der Rohe and adversely impacts the
function of the courthouse. Even the beloved historic Berghoff Restaurant with its 1870s-era buildings
could be undermined by the potential demolition of its neighboring buildings, and especially the Century
Building’s loss. There is so much to lose if this demolition plan were to proceed, also in addition to
compromising the design of the Chicago Federal Center and Mies’ vision.

A new creative and much needed reuse plan and vision for the Century and Consumers Buildings

Members of several organizations have coalesced around the reuse of the Century and Consumers
Buildings as an archive and research center for Downtown Chicago. Chicago has the unique opportunity
to set a new precedent for such collections. The idea would be to create a much needed “Chicago
Collaborative Archives Center” (CCAC) serving a regional and national audience. At this time, we have a
number of men’s and women’s Franciscan and Dominican Orders and others that are interested in these
structures as a permanent and secure home for their respective archival collections. Additionally, the
Chicago Collaborative Archives Center would be open to and include civic and other non-religious
archives.

We are of the opinion that the Chicago Collaborative Archives Center is a marvelous plan ideally suited
for an adaptive reuse of the Century and Consumers Buildings as archives are light-sensitive and
windows are not a requirement for such a reuse. Therefore, windows on the non-principal or rear
elevations could be sealed and bricked-up from the exterior and would not be subject to the same code
requirements as other types of uses, such as office, residential or even industrial uses. Windows on
principal elevations, like those facing Quincy Court, closest to the Dirksen Building could be sealed from
the interior-side, so as not to impact the appearance of the facades. State Street windows could
potentially remain open to sunlight if so desired, and perhaps accommodate research and preparation
areas for the vetted and limited staff working within the structures.
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Addressing security issues are paramount for all stakeholders and as part of the Chicago Collaborative
Archives Center proposal

To ensure maximum ongoing security, we would welcome the GSA and Federal Government to continue
to own and control the facades, windows and rooflines of each of the historic buildings, so that any
perceived threat or security breach could be addressed immediately. We would also welcome the GSA
as a partner and, if desired, the GSA could have a security center located in the base of the Consumers
Building, perhaps occupying much of the first floor fronting Quincy Court.

Security is of the highest concerns to us all, especially to the members of the Chicago Collaborative
Archives Center partnership whose collections contain irreplaceable documents. We believe that a
limited vetted staff, perhaps of 20 to 30 people would be at the site and coordinate a central reading
room for the structure. Each visitor would make a reservation, pass security checks and be escorted up
to individually locked floors and collections, via elevator. This would help to ensure that both the
collections as well as the nearby Chicago Federal Center are all secure and at all times.

Future meetings and next steps:

We would invite and welcome your feedback regarding the proposed Chicago Collaborative Archives
Center. We request your consideration of an alternate use for the $52 million dollar earmark from
demolition to renovation. It would be a tragic loss to demolish two seminal early Chicago Skyscrapers,
that could become an important asset to Chicago, the State of Illinois and as part of a potential UNESCO
World Heritage site.

We look forward to meeting with you and other decision-makers and stakeholders as these seminal
buildings are worthy of preservation, reuse and a Chicago Landmark designation. As evidence by the
extraordinary support of the Change.org petition, over 22,500 people, constituents and voters of
Chicago and lllinois, also agree with our assessment as well. This issue has generated dozens of
newspaper articles and media coverage and now enjoys strong support from many elected officials and
leading newspaper editorial boards.

We believe the Chicago Collaborative Archives Center adaptive reuse plan of the Century and
Consumers Buildings presents a truly unique opportunity for all stakeholders to benefit, including the
GSA. It would require a change of direction and a collaborative stance, but the outcome would be
extraordinary.

Thank you for your kind consideration of this revisioning of the historic Century and Consumers
Buildings in Downtown Chicago and on one of Chicago’s most important streets—State Street.
