The CWB Planning and Pre-Development
Grant is a nearly $4 million program that
awarded up to $150,000 to 27 early-stage
CWB projects.

In May 2023, The Englewood Community
Investment Vehicle was awarded a
maximum grant of $150,000 to start a
community investment vehicle in Englewood.

What is a Community Investment Vehicle
(CIV)?

ClVs are a legal structure that allows
residents to pool their financial resources
to buy and control neighborhood real estate
assets, such as shopping centers or multi-
family housing.
