Marcus also spoke of the overall lack of police presence in the park on holidays. Even with calls being made by residents for police to come out during these times, there is still a great lack of police presence.
	District Council Member Updates: DC Aisha Humphries gave an overview of the task of the nominating committee. She informed the community that they had their 1st meeting on July 15. She reported that they established working groups, approved a rough draft application for applying for commissioners, and she encouraged people to apply.



DC David Boykin reported that there was nothing to report from community engagement other than that he sent an initial email to people who had expressed interest in volunteering and would be following up with them soon.



Eric Russell gave an update on the police superintendent search noting that it was now to three finalist. 
	Discussions: There were discussions about district 006 being an unofficial “training district” because of its high crime rates and that this unofficial designation results in high turnover of leadership, and an excessively high proportion of rookie and inexperienced officers on beats. Also discussed was securing data on response times to calls for service, along with 006 Chicago Police staffing data.
