In accordance with the rules of the Board of Ethics, I'm submitting the following who/what/when/where/why/how of the NACTO Bike Share Undocked forum.

The event lasted from Monday 4/2 - Wed 4/4  in Austin TX and provided a lot of insight for an upcoming dockless bikesharing pilot currently being planned by the Mayor's Office in partnership with CDOT, BACP, and the Law Dept. here in Chicago. The first day began with an opportunity to test dockless bikeshare equipment to help understand the technology and compare and contrast to Chicago's existing dock based bikesharing system. Day 2 was a Cities-only forum in which NACTO provided a training session from the Government Alliance on Racial Equity on understanding systemic disparities in transportation and planning from a historic context and how to operationalize equity principles in decision making and project advancement --particularly around bikesharing systems. Additionally there was a panel of Cities that are already piloting dockless bikesharing systems and their lessons learned and concerns. I represented the City and our Divvy for Everyone program in a panel on equity programming, and also spoke about a variety of funding mechanisms that can be employed to support these types of programming. Day 3 began with a public forum at the Austin Public Library which gave me the opportunity to observe their outreach process and hear examples of community questions and concerns. Cities-programming focused on Data requirements and best practices for monitoring providers under the terms of their respective permits as well as a simulation for examining the sustainability of such systems and implications for cities and residents.
