urbanized and industrialized sections of the river.
The North Branch Canal is the non-navigable portion
of the waterway on the east side of Goose Island.

The City and the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District are exploring ways to remediate river
sediments and improve water quality by creating
wetlands to filter impurities and oxygenate the
water. Opportunities exist to create extensions
of the riverwalk trail into the wetlands through

a series of boardwalks.
