3 murdered. He shot himonce in the left arm

4 breaki ng both bones. He's black. You ain't

5 heard nothing about it in the nedia. He shot

6 himonce in the right clavicle breaking a bone.
7 He said he was trying to drive and hit his wife
8 who was in the car. He was in fear of his

9 life. He said ny son becane conbative after he
10 shot him So he took out his handcuffs and he
11 put it on that broken arm and handcuffed himto
12 the steering wheel, and he watched himuntil he
13 becanme non-conbative when they called for the
14 police. Nobody called for an anbul ance.

15 Nobody provided services. [|PRA -- |IPRA

16 justified this. This was under Garry MCart hy
17 and Mayor Emanuel. |[|PRA justified the

18 shooting. |'mgoing to go beyond the

19 shootings, starting with when he was
20 handcuffed. They didn't include that. Wen
21 the bullet |eaves the gun, that's the end of
22 the investigation.

I"'mtrying to figure out what's
so inportant about this DNA sanple that |'ve
been fighting for this for nine years, and now
that the Illinois State Police Departnent has
It in their possession, they still -- it still
hasn't been tested.

Ckay. So August the 5th, 2019, |
spoke w th anot her supervisor who they hadn't
had a chance to warn, Ms. Debra D zinski,
stated that they been got these DNA sanples in
June of 2010. They got these DNA sanples in
2010, nonstandard sanples that was received
fromthe nedi cal exam ner and was sent back --
the results was sent back to the CPD June the
21st, 2011. There was nothing to conpare these
nonst andard sanpl es to.

So |I''m being put on hold for
nothing. |'mbeing stalled for nothing because

you all know there was nothing there.
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M. Eddi e Johnson, can you pl ease

explain to ne what inventory you all sent to
the Illinois State Police Departnent?

The drug market on
Springfield from Jackson to Congress has never
closed. It's as bad tonight as it has ever
been. There are gentlenen on ny corner with
cash in hand and drugs in the other and not hing
I s being done. The blatant -- it's busy and
blatant as it's ever been. This is not ny
first or second tine in front of this body to
conpl ain about this drug narket. M/ question
s, will you make an effort this week to cl ose
this market down? Residents are being
I ntimdated. Wat can be done on a daily basis

to make this happen? Wy is this market just
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never cl osed down?

On July 18th, 2014, | heard the
gun fire that took the life of Sham ya Adans.
My block was filled with police that night
telling us that this would close and it would
stop. It never has. Wat wll the residents
see the police doing to close down this drug
mar ket ?

PRESI DENT FOREMAN.  Superi nt endent ?

SUPERI NTENDENT JOHNSON: M. Barnhart, |
will ook into your conplaint. | don't know
If -- you know, | wll tell you this about drug
markets: Often tines we work on them and you
won't see the undercover work going on over
there. |I'mnot saying that's what's occurring.
That's why you don't always see what the police
are doing. Sonetines we work with federal
partners depending how |l arge the scale is.

12 What | do suggest would be a

13 policy change. Oficers involved in a deadly
14 force shooting episode often describe one or
15 nore alterations in perception, thinking and
16 behavi or. Mbst conmon are distortions in tine
17 per cepti on.

18 In nost cases, officers recal

19 shooting events as occurring in slow notion,
20 even though a snaller percentage report
21 experiencing the event as speeded up. Sensory
22 di stortions are common. Sone form of
23 per ceptual disassociation may occur as well.
24 O ficers involved may experience a sense of
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2 comonly reported in shooting cases. And the
3 | mredi acy of officers being interviewed right
4 after an officer-involved shooting should be

5 revisited. These incidents are traumatic to

6 all invol ved.

7 Qur federal |aw enforcenent

8 partners' policy states that a reasonable tine
9 w I | el apse before an agent gives a statenent

5 The West Chesterfield Community

6 Association is a comunity organization in

7 which community residents purchase surveill ance
8 caneras through -- installing a network of 32

9 surveill ance caneras in our nei ghborhood of

10 approxi mately 1,000 househol ds from Cct ober

11 2016 to January 2017.

12 As of June 2018, we have

13 I ncreased the nunber of self-financed

14 surveillance caneras in the programto 44,

15 which nmakes up a current network systemt hat

16 spread over ten city bl ocks.

17 Since the |late 2015, WCCA

18 residents felt a need to proactively address

19 the uptick in crine within the area and

20 encourage the association to assign a comm ttee
21 to research the cost effective, cost efficient,
22 sust ai nabl e neans to i npl enent a nei ghbor hood
23 wat ch surveill ance canera system for the

24 comuni ty.
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2 commttee identifies nine itens which nade up
3 the criteria for devel oping the surveillance

4 canera network. The first, of course, was

5 pricing and cost. Second was clarity. Three,
6 accessibility. Four, coverage. Five, security
7 of physical system hardware. Six, renpte use.
8 And seven, warranty on equi pnment.

10 M5. TURNER  Good evening. M nane is

11 Loretta Turner, and | ama representative from
12 the West Chesterfield Community.

13 West Chesterfield is located in
14 the area beginning at 91st and State Street

15 going east to 91st and the west side of King
16 Drive. Qur comunity continues going south

17 from9lst and State Street extending to 95th
18 and the north side of King Drive. It is a

19 smal |, yet noticeable, neighborhood on the
20 south side that is known as a community with
21 strong roots. W are proposing to expand the
22 ongoi ng nei ghbor hood watch surveill ance canera
23 program whi ch presently exists within the West
24 Chesterfield Community across the City in all
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50 war ds.

The nei ghbor hood wat ch
surveillance canera programallows residents to
capture on video crines, suspicious activities
and police responses 24 hours a day, seven days
a week. Wiile residents are asl eep or away
fromtheir neighborhoods, the surveillance
caneras are recording the inmages that are
occurring wthin the nei ghborhood. W feel
that the caneras are truly a val uabl e asset.

MR. ANDERSON: Good evening. M nane isS
Al onzo Anderson, a resident wth the Wst
Chesterfield community and a board nenber of
the WCCA community associ ation board. The
af orenenti oned nei ghbor hood watch surveill ance
canera program operates even when we are
asl eep. The caneras are working, capturing
| mges which occur within the community. This
was the case on Monday, April the 10th, 2017,
around 5:00 a.m, the honorabl e Judge Raynond
M/l es was gunned down in his back porch. The

surveil |l ance caneras owned by the West
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Chesterfield Community Associ ation captured the

I mage of a man in the 9400 bl ock between For est
and Cal unet Avenue, okay, who was |ater
arrested and charged wth the judge's nurder.
Mnutes later, this same individual was seen
running north in the alley fromthe judge's
house. Who woul d have known that these caneras
woul d provide this critical information to the
Chi cago Police Departnent in their
I nvesti gati on.

We are proposing that 10 of the
50 Gty wards have caneras installed as part of
this pilot program The cost for the
surveillance pilot programis roughly 16,000 to
20,000. And the average cost per household
woul d be anywhere from 400 to $425. The cost
per ward is roughly 400,000 to $500, 000. And
the total for the pilot programw |l be $4
mllion to $5 mllion. The cost for installing
caneras in the remaining 40 wards wll be
anywhere from $16 mllion to $20 m|lion.
