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CLASS TITLE: MANAGER OF POLICE PAYROLLS  

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CLASS 

Under general direction, manages and directs the preparation and processing of payrolls and 
related personnel documents for the Chicago Police Department ; and performs related duties as 
required        

ESSENTIAL DUTIES 

 Plans, coordinates, and directs the work of staff engaged in the preparation and processing of 
departmental payrolls, attendance, and overtime reports and various personal action documents 

 Develops internal controls to ensure the security of payroll operations 

 Reviews and authorizes submitted payroll documentation for accuracy and completeness 

 Analyzes current systems and modifies data processing procedures to improve the 
effectiveness of payroll and timekeeping operations 

 Provides training to field personnel in new or revised timekeeping procedures 

 Advises departmental managers and staff on policies and testifies in matters related to payroll 
and salary administration including interpretation of Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) 
regulations and collective bargaining agreements as they relate to wage and fringe benefits 
issues

 COMPREHEND ORAL INFORMATION - Listen to and understand information and ideas 
presented through spoken words and sentences 

 SPEAK - Communicate information and ideas in speaking so others will understand 

 COMPREHEND WRITTEN INFORMATION - Read and understand information and ideas 
presented in writing 

 WRITE - Communicate information and ideas in writing so others will understand 

 REASON TO SOLVE PROBLEMS - Apply general rules to specific problems to produce 
answers that make sense 

 MAKE SENSE OF INFORMATION - Quickly make sense of, combine, and organize information 
into meaningful patterns 

 ORGANIZE INFORMATION - Arrange things or actions in a certain order or pattern according 
to a specific rule or set of rules (e.g., patterns of numbers, letters, words, pictures, mathematical 
operations) 

 REACH CONCLUSIONS - Combine pieces of information to form general rules or conclusions 
(includes finding a relationship among seemingly unrelated events) 
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Other Work Requirements 

 ADAPTABILITY/FLEXIBILITY - Be open to change (positive or negative) and to considerable 
variety in the workplace 

 ANALYTICAL THINKING - Analyze information and using logic to address work or job issues
