There are 66,417 cases of COVID-19 and 2,830 deaths among Chicago residents as of August 17, 2020.
There are an average of 307 new cases and 2 deaths every day. An estimated 59,769 residents have recovered.!

COVID-19 symptoms are similar to those of influenza, so monitoring influenza-like iliness (ILI) may also help identify COVID-19.
ILI activity in 2020 that is higher than what was experienced in 2019 could indicate the presence of COVID-19 in the community.

Percentage of daily emergency department (ED) visits due to influenza-like illness (ILI) in Chicago, 2020 vs. 2019
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COVID-19-like iliness (CLI) is a new tool used to help track trends in COVID-19 activity. An increase in the number and percentage
of ER visits due to CLI could indicate an increase in COVID-19 activity in the community.
