- "What we have down here is people who don't live here and aren't from here who
want to tell us what to do. Let the police officers do their job. We want the police to be
able to do their jobs."

- "You haven't lived here like we have. We've been here for 140 years and over. Sick
and tired of our neighborhood getting beat up. You're in a fairy land if you want to be
woke and defund the police. ECCSC is a major problem. | want all their names and a
list of the crimes they've committed. | have an attorney and know it is illegal for them to
run a business across the street from a park." This gentleman then directed his
comments to Alderman Lee of the 11th Ward since this business is in her Ward.

- A gentleman asked to speak with us privately regarding abandoned cars on 41st St.

- Awoman said, " | did not expect to come here to listen to a socialist rant. | thought |
was coming here to listen to what the DC does and their purpose."

District Council Member Updates

Summary of the monthly update from each member of the District Council

| gave my summary in the factual notes located above. This meeting was
unproductive, in my opinion. It took place in the 15th Ward, the Canaryville
neighborhood. Those present were people who live in Canaryville and the 15th Ward.
There were also residents of the 11th Ward who have very clearly different views than
most who spoke from the 15th Ward. The 11th Ward's Bridgeport Alliance Group was
present and vocal, while those from Canaryville were vocal and present, too. There
were belligerent tables full of people who would like to defund the police and mocked
me as | spoke the goals of the District Council. They audibly stated, "Fuck you, fuck
off, fuck the police, bitch," as | spoke. Alderman Ramirez of the 12th Ward was present
and asked Erin, "Do you feel safe, Erin? Erin, if you don't feel safe, you can end this." |
then stated that | feel safe although | was not asked the question to which Erin was and
then stated there were three police officers present at the front of the room so | did feel
safe. Erin was asked if she felt safe during a comment a gentleman from Canaryville
was stating regarding the veterans of this country and voting for Biden. Clearly, the
12th Ward alderperson took offense to his views and turned it into an issue of a safe
space. Very different views and perspectives in the room other than the Bridgeport
Alliance and 12th Ward. Moving forward, norms and expectations will be set at the
beginning of the next meeting as well as once the public comment section is over then
it is over. Rules need to be established. There were no discussions other than a back
and forth between two very different views - one from the residents of Canaryville and
one from the "Movement" as was stated by a woman present. Perhaps these meetings
would be more effective if they focused on the Ward in which the meeting is being held,
especially since different Wards and neighborhoods experience very different issues.
Erin called the public comments out of order.
