« Tomorrow is the FDA Advisory Committee Meeting

« Approximately 44,000 volunteers in trial, age 16 and older.

- Half of the volunteers receive the vaccine, half receive a
placebo; follow all and track cases of COVID-19.

* No specific safety concerns identified with median of two
months of follow-up.



Pfizer Vaccine Data: COVID-19 cases
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Similar efficacy across age, race/ethnicity, gender, and underlying medical conditions



Side effects reported after 2" dose of
1 >k Pfizer vaccine (age 18-55)

78% pain at injection site 6% redness/swelling at injection site
(12% for placebo) (<1% for placebo)

59% fatigue (23% for placebo) 37% muscle pain (8% for placebo)
52% headache (24% for placebo) 35% chills (4% for placebo)

Less common: fever, diarrhea, vomiting, joint pain
These side effects were less common in people over age 55.

Side effects are the body producing an immune response.
