We
have completed the testing and repair of the lights in our shop. We have
completed the installation on the city light poles, and tested the existing cable
and made all necessary repairs. All of the lights are operational at this time. We
were requested to include the cost for the removal of the lights when the
Alderman directs us to and the crating of the lights for storage.
