Steve,

I have been offered a scholarship for a $10,000 training program.  Two weeks of the training (one week in April and one week in May) are in Kansas City, MO, the scholarship also includes breakfast, lunch, and hotel while in Kansas City. 

The scholarship does not include airfare, dinners, or ground transportation costs. It is my understanding that I would have to pay these costs out of pocket.

I believe that the training would be valuable to me and to our department, but I want to make sure that I’m on the right side of the ethics rules.  What do I need to do?

Additional background: We work with cloely with Rayid Ghani through the University of Chicago’s Center for Data Science and Public Policy.  Rayid also heads up this training program which is called The Coleridge Initiative.
